The next School Report Card is coming January 19, 2010

After months of redesign and input from community members, teachers and parents, the Los Angeles Unified School District is preparing to release its second annual School Report Card, a document provided to families each year that summarizes data about individual schools. How well is your child’s school performing? How many 5th grade students are reading at grade level? How many 8th grade students are passing Algebra 1? How many 10th grade students are passing the California High School Exit Exam? Parents will learn the answers to these questions and more on January 19, 2010 when the School Report Card is released.

Parents and guardians of elementary students can expect a School Report Card to come home from the school, while parents and guardians of middle and high school students can expect to receive one about their schools in the mailbox.

The School Report Card summarizes performance data for over 600 individual schools in areas such as graduation rates, student performance on standardized tests, English Learner progress, and how well connected students, parents, and employees are to the school. 

Following the release of the first School Report Card in January 2009, LAUSD staff members talked with hundreds of parents and dozens of community and school leaders about how to make the School Report Card a better tool for schools and families. Using this feedback, the district partnered with the United Way of Greater Los Angeles, the California Community Foundation, and dozens of parent leadership organizations to develop a new version that would be more readable and useful for families. It includes more graphs, more explanations of the data, and for the first time, it includes data from surveys of students, parents, and employees at each school.

The School Report Card continues to provide schools and families with a tool to help them partner together for the sake of their children’s success in education. Families should ask questions about how they can help students at home as well as at school. Everyone wants LAUSD students to read, write, think and speak at or above grade level with the skills and knowledge to be successful. We look forward to using the School Report Card to bring schools and families together to reach 100 percent graduation.

Be on the lookout for a School Report Card about your child’s school the week of January 19, 2010. If your school does not yet have a school report card, talk to the school about how you can help develop one.
